Problem: 

How can I set Email up quickly using a mail client on my computer? (Use this if you want your mail downloaded from  the server to an email program on your computer. Such as Outlook Express, Outlook, Thunderbird, or any of several others available.) 

Solution:
Below are the settings that are needed to configure and retrieve email from your main pop account:

· Mail Server Type: POP
POP Server: mail.scoutsv.org
POP Username: (your full email address)
POP Password: (the password that you selected when your account was setup)
POP Port 110

Here are the settings that you'll need to send email:

· SMTP Server: mail.scoutsv.org
SMTP Username: (your full email address)
SMTP Password: (the password that you selected when your account was setup)
SMTP Authentication: Enabled (Use same login as the incoming mail)
SMTP Port 26

Problem: 

How do I use webmail? ( You use web mail when you want to leave your mail on the server and use a program on the server to read it. There are 3 available. You can pick anyone you like. Nothing is down loaded to your machine. You can use both this and an email program on your computer. Just keep in mind your email program will download mail and it won’t be available to read on the server any longer, unless you change it’s settings. Please keep in mind there are limits to the amount of email on the server in your account so remember to delete things you don’t want.)
Solution:
The best way to access webmail is to go to the webmail URL. It is just the domain name with "/webmail" appended to the end.

Problem:
Can I log directly into the webmail client of my choice? 

Solution:
Yes, this can be done by using the following URLs in the address bar or links on your website, replacing yourdomainname.com with your website address:

Problem: 

· How can I remotely access my e-mail?
Solution:

· To access the webmail remotely from any computer that has a web browser, go to: http://scoutsv.org/webmail/. A dialogue box will pop up and simply enter the email address and password of the email account that you wish to view emails.

· If you are behind a network firewall or a corporate office by which their Network administration has impaired what ports you can use, you can use a third party provider such as http://mail2web.com. At mail2web.com make sure you chose the advanced login feature and specify your domain name when logging in. Also make sure you use your full email address as your username.

Problem: 

How can I set up an Email Account on the iPhone or the iPod Touch? ( Blackberry’s are real close to this)
Solution:

To configure the iPhone or the iPod Touch with your pre-existing Hostmonster email account please enter the correct email account information:

· Username, which is the email address you created.

· Password, which is the password for that email address.

· Incoming and outgoing mail servers, normally "mail.scoutsv.org"
